DDL REQUIREMENTS AND FORMAT

Implementing Directives

AFI 16-201, The Air Force Foreign Disclosure Program, governs Delegation of Disclosure Authority Letter (DDL) requirements.

Purpose

The purpose of a DDL is to delegate disclosure authority to MAJCOM Foreign Disclosure Offices (FDOs) to facilitate implementation of Air Force international programs.  This attachment documents DDL requirements and format.

Basic Policy

A DDL consists of a formal delegation letter, basic delegation, and individual country or system specific delegations (also commonly referred to as DDLs).  A DDL is required when Air Force international programs or projects in support of Foreign Military Sales (FMS), country-to-country agreements, direct commercial sales, etc., require release of information on a continuing basis and the volume of disclosures makes a case-by-case referral to SAF impractical or undesirable.  DDLs significantly increase the responsiveness of the disclosure process.  Accordingly, MAJCOM, FOA and DRU Foreign Disclosure Offices (FDOs) should periodically assess their requirements for delegated authority and submit proposed draft DDLs, or changes to DDLs, to SAF/IAD.  SAF/IAD may also develop and issue DDLs based on coordinated Air Staff positions or NDPC decisions on proposed international programs.

Office of Primary Responsibility

SAF/IAD issues DDLs.

DDL Process Description

The requirement to create a new DDL or change an existing DDL can be originated at any level of the Air Force.  The individual determining the requirement should contact the local FDO.  The local FDO will validate the requirement and submit a proposal through disclosure channels to SAF/IAD.  SAF/IAD will review the request, coordinate it with appropriate Air Staff offices and issue a new or changed DDL or deny the request with rationale.  DDLs and denials will be forwarded to the appropriate MAJCOM FDO(s).

The DDL format is shown at Appendix 1.

Responsibilities

SAF/IAD issues and updates DDLs.

MAJCOM, FOA and DRU Foreign Disclosure Offices (FDOs) periodically assess their requirements for delegated authority and submit proposed draft DDLs, or changes to DDLs, to SAF/IAD.  

Appendix 1

DELEGATION OF DISCLOSURE AUTHORITY LETTER (DDL)--EXAMPLE

DDL Title
1.  (U)  Classification:  Highest classification level of information to be released during the program.  If more than one category is involved, indicate the highest classification for each category, if appropriate.  NOTE:  If multiple nations are involved or for exchange officer DDLs, the first paragraph will identify participating nations, with this paragraph and subsequent paragraphs renumbered accordingly.

2.  (U)  Disclosure Methods:  Either "Oral, visual, and documentary" or "Oral and visual only."

3.  (U)  Category(ies) Permitted:  Specify disclosure category or categories (1 through 8), as specified in AFI-16-201.

4.  (U)  Scope:  Describe the purpose of the disclosure, to which country(ies) the disclosure is authorized, which MAJCOM(s) is/are authorized to release or disclose the information or materiel, and the source of the release (i.e., Letter of Offer and Acceptance (LOA), Memorandum of Understanding (MOU), NDPC Record of Action (RA), etc).  The purpose of the disclosure must define the intent of the program (i.e., end-item sale, cooperative development, co-production, etc.).  This paragraph should paraphrase the LOA/MOU/RA/agreement the DDL supports.

5.  (U)  Authorized to Disclose:  Describe the information or materiel that can be released or disclosed to support the program.  This section and the "Not Authorized to Disclose" paragraph cannot address every possible situation, especially for major programs.  It is particularly important that the previous paragraphs clearly and adequately define the delegated authority so that the FDO can interpret the DDL in situations that are not specifically addressed in this and the following paragraphs.

6.  (U)  Not Authorized to Disclose:  Describe the information or materiel that cannot be released or disclosed under the program.  This paragraph and the preceding paragraph should clearly define the limits of delegated authority as opposed to listing everything that may or may not be released or disclosed. 

7.  (U)  Additional Guidance/Procedures:  Program unique requirements.  Additional offices which need to coordinate, etc.  Where to submit requests that fall outside the scope and authority of the DDL.

8.  (U)  Redelegation:  "Not authorized" or "(MAJCOM) may redelegate authority to disclose information to FDOs in subordinate elements as required to insure effective implementation of this delegation.  Authority to disclose classified information may be redelegated only the designated disclosure officials who have been trained by SAF/IAPD.  Redelegation of disclosure authority to other than designated disclosure officials must be approved by SAF/IAPD.  All redelegations will be in writing and copies provided to SAF/IAPD."
