NATIONAL INTELLIGENCE

Implementing Directive

Director of Central Intelligence Directive (DCID) 5/6, Intelligence Disclosure Policy (C/NF), provides guidance on foreign release of national intelligence.

Purpose

National Intelligence, as distinguished from Military Intelligence, is:

1.  Foreign intelligence produced under the aegis of the Director of Central Intelligence (DCI) and intended primarily to be responsive to the needs of the President, the National Security Council, and other Federal officials involved in the formulation and execution of national security, foreign, political, and/or economic policy.

2.  Integrated departmental intelligence that covers the broad aspects of national policy and national security, is of concern to more than one department or agency, and transcends the exclusive competence of a single department or agency.

Basic Policy

National Disclosure Policy does not govern disclosure of national intelligence.  The responsibility for disclosing this type of information rests with the DCI.  DCID 5/6 directs the Military Departments and unified commands to identify in writing a Designated Intelligence Disclosure Official (DIDO) to the CIA.  The DIDO is authorized to release uncaveated intelligence and sanitized sensitive compartmented information that contains no dissemination control markings, to foreign governments and international organizations.  This can only be done with originator approval.

Office of Primary Responsibility

The Director of Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (AF/XOI) is the DIDO for the Air Force.  The primary focal point is the Production Division (AF/XOIIA) (DSN 227-3259).  SAF/IAD coordinates release of national intelligence through AF/XOIIA.

National Intelligence Release Process Description

Air Force personnel submit requests for release of intelligence to their servicing Foreign Disclosure Office (FDO).  If the disclosure involves national intelligence, the FDO will forward the request through disclosure channels to SAF/IAD.  SAF/IAD forwards the request to AF/XOIIA.  AF/XOIIA requests originator approval through intelligence channels and responds back to SAF/IAD approving or denying the request.  AF/XOIIA will identify to SAF/IAD what material must be removed in order to make information suitable for release.  SAF/IAD responds through disclosure channels to the requester.  

Responsibilities

Originators of proposals to release national intelligence are responsible for referring their requests to the servicing FDO in accordance with procedures outlined in AFI 16-201.  

Air Force subject matter experts who are to review national intelligence proposed for release should recommend removal of information prohibited from release in accordance with DCID 5/6 or NDP-1.  Reviewers should clearly identify what information should not be released and cite a specific reference such as DCID 5/6, NDP-1, etc.
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
