COUNTERINTELLIGENCE

Implementing Directives

National Security Council Intelligence Directive (NSCID) No. 5/5, Espionage and Counterintelligence Activities Abroad, and Director of Central Intelligence Directives 5/1, Espionage and Counterintelligence Activities Abroad (C/NF), govern the release of counterintelligence information to foreign nations.  Within the Air Force, AFI 71-101, Volume 4, Counterintelligence (to be published) is the primary reference.

Purpose

Counterintelligence is that intelligence activity, with its resultant product, that is devoted to destroying the effectiveness of inimical foreign intelligence activities and that is undertaken to protect the security of the United States and its personnel, information, and installations against espionage, sabotage, subversion and terrorism.  Counterintelligence includes the process of procuring, developing, recording, and disseminating information concerning hostile clandestine activity and of penetrating, manipulating, or repressing individuals, groups, or organizations conducting or capable of conducting such activity.

The purpose of this attachment is to document the process to obtain approval to release counterintelligence information to foreign governments.

Basic Policy

National Disclosure Policy does not govern disclosure of counterintelligence.  Within the Air Force, the responsibility for disclosing this type of information rests with the Air Force Office of Special Investigations. 

Office of Primary Responsibility

Within the Air Force, the primary focal point is the AFOSI Directorate of Plans and Programs (XO) Counterintelligence Division (AFOSI/XOQ) (DSN 754-6608).  SAF/IAD coordinates release of counterintelligence through AFOSI.

Counterintelligence Release Process Description

Air Force personnel submit requests for release of counterintelligence through AFOSI channels to AFOSI/XOQA.  AFOSI/XOQA requests originator approval and responds back to the requestor approving or denying the request.  AFOSI/XOQA will identify what material must be removed in order to make information suitable for release.  

Responsibilities

Originators of proposals to release information are responsible for referring their requests to AFOSI/XOQA with full justification.  

AFOSI subject matter experts should recommend removal of information prohibited from release in accordance with NSCID No. 5/5, DCID 5/1, or AFI 71-101, Volume 4.  Reviewers should clearly identify what information should not be released and cite a specific reference.
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
