STRATEGIC PLANNING AND GUIDANCE

Implementing Directives

DoDD 5230.11, Disclosure of Classified Military Information to Foreign Governments and International Organizations, provides very limited information on disclosure of strategic planning and guidance.

Purpose

Strategic planning and guidance is information identified by the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff as pertaining to or involving strategic war plans.  The purpose of this attachment is to document the process to obtain approval to release such information to foreign governments.

Basic Policy

National Disclosure Policy does not govern disclosure of strategic planning and guidance.  Only the Secretary of Defense, his Deputy, or the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff may authorize disclosure of such information.

Office of Primary Responsibility

The Joint Staff Foreign Disclosure Office (JCS/J-5/WTC) (DSN 224-6626) is the Joint Staff focal point.  

Strategic Planning and Guidance Release Process Description

If strategic planning information is proposed for release under the auspices of a Joint Command requirement, such as a Joint exercise, the Air Force point of contact will submit the request directly to JCS/J-5/WTC for approval through the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff (CJCS).  

If strategic planning and guidance information is proposed for release in support of Air Force activity, such as duty requirements for an exchange officer, Air Force personnel will submit requests to their servicing Foreign Disclosure Office (FDO).  The FDO will forward the request including appropriate copies of documents through disclosure channels to SAF/IAD.  SAF/IAD insures that the request meets the disclosure criteria of National Disclosure Policy and forwards the request to JCS/J-5/WTC for approval through the CJCS.  

Responsibilities

Originators of proposals to release information are responsible for identifying specific requirements with thorough justification in accordance with disclosure criteria outlined in AFI 16-201.  

SAF/IAD is responsible for insuring that requests are fully justified and coordinated with appropriate Air Staff offices, including the War and Mobilization Plans Division (AF/XOPW) and the Regional Plans and Issues Division (AF/XOPX) of the Office of the Deputy Chief of Staff for Air and Space Operations before submitting requests to the Joint Staff.
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
