NARCOTICS INTELLIGENCE (NARCINT)

Implementing Directives

Chairman Joint Chiefs of Staff Instruction (CJCSI) 5221.01A contains limited information on NARCINT.  Defense Intelligence Management Document DPF-0000-217-99, DIA Guide to Foreign Disclosure (S/NF), accessible on the DIA home page on the SIPRNET contains detailed guidance.

Purpose

Narcotics intelligence pertains to the collection, analysis, and dissemination of narcotics-related information.  NARCINT deals with information on international criminal activities encompassing infrastructure of trafficking organizations and their allied enterprises; narcotics cultivation, production and processing; and transit of illegal drugs from source to destination.  The purpose of this attachment is to document the process to obtain approval to release such information to foreign governments.

Basic Policy

National Disclosure Policy does not govern disclosure of narcotics intelligence.  Actual narcotics intelligence disclosure authority is vested in the U.S. national intelligence community, DoD intelligence agencies, and U.S. law enforcement agencies.  In addition, the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff has specifically delegated authority to disclose NARCINT to USCINCSO. 

Foreign disclosure of NARCINT is distinct from disclosures of traditional military intelligence.  With the latter, disclosure takes place on a military-to-military basis and generally does not require specific coordination with the U.S. embassy country team.  This is not the case with NARCINT.  Counterdrug activities typically involve both military and non-military agencies of the U.S. and foreign governments.  It is essential to coordinate with the country team to determine whether narcotics intelligence should be released and the proper channels for that release.

Office of Primary Responsibility

The Defense Intelligence Agency Foreign Disclosure Office (DIA/DPF-2) (DSN 222-8199) is the DoD focal point and provides basic policy.  

NARCINT Release Process Description

If the Air Force requestor is proposing release of the local organization’s information, coordinate the request with the appropriate Country Team(s) who will make a determination on the disclosure of the material and what channels would be appropriate for such release.  Information provided to the Country Team(s) should include the following:


1.  Identity of the intended recipient(s)/government to whom the information will be disclosed.


2.  The method of disclosure (oral/visual or documentary).


3.  A complete identity or transcript of the information to be disclosed.  Each paragraph or portion of the transcript, briefing, text, etc. will identify the classification, restrictive marking, if any, and the source of the information.


4.  The proposed recipients “need-to-know.”


5.  The expected benefits that would accrue to the United States.


6.  The name, rank, duty title, organization, and commercial telephone number of the Action Officer submitting the request.

If approved by the Country Team(s) concerned, the originator may disclose the information to the foreign recipient.  If denied, the Country Team will inform the originator of the reason for the denial.

If the requestor is proposing release of another organization’s information the requestor will contact the originator and provide the same information provided to the Country Team.  The originating organization will coordinate with the Country Team.

Responsibilities

Originators of proposals to release information are responsible for referring their requests with all information listed above either with the appropriate Country Team(s) or with the agency originating the information proposed for release.
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
