FOREIGN POLICY AND NATIONAL SECURITY BENEFITS: Country X Forces need a broad range of communications services, in particular to support coalition operations with the US.  Their Assessment of Alternatives showed this cannot be provided cost-effectively by building their own systems or using commercial systems.  A cooperative program with the United States is their only viable alternative. Information or material provided or generated pursuant to this MOU may be classified as high as SECRET.  No Exception to National Disclosure Policy or Executive Committee decision was required to support this MOU.
