1. CMD: MAJCOM or Command Title, e.g. AFMC, AETC, CENTCOM

2. Parent Unit:  e.g. SAF, AFSAC, HQ ACC, OO-ALC 

3. OSC: Organization Structure Code, e.g. SAF/IAPX, OO-ALC/YP, HQ AFMC/XPMR

4. Function: Describes core work of organization, e.g. Finance, Engineering, Contracting, Policy

5. Job Title: Duty title related to Security Assistance workload/support, e.g. Security Assistance Program Manager (SAPM), Case Manager, Contract Negotiator, Budget Analyst, Chief-Policy Branch

6. Category: CIV (Civilian), MIL (Officer and Enlisted), CME (Contractor)

7. OCC/AFSC: Occupational Series Code (OCC) for Civilians, e.g. 346, 1102; Air Force Specialty Code (AFSC) for Military, e.g. 16P4, 21A4; ‘CME’ for Contractors

8. Grade/Rank: Grade for CIV, Rank for MIL, and ‘CME’ for Contractors

9. PEC: Program Element Code

10. Full/Shared Position: Indicate if position is dedicated full-time, or shared/partially reimbursed

11. Primary, Secondary, and Tertiary Funding Source: Identify funding source for position; if more than three, detail additional funding source(s) in ‘Funding Source & FTE Summary’ column.  Input is: CASE, ADMIN, O&M.  Note: all MIL positions in ADMIN PEC (*S) are O&M funded

12. Primary, Secondary, and Tertiary Funding Full Time Equivalent (FTE): Identify FTEs related to specified funding sources; for shared, round to the hundredth decimal (e.g. .15)

13. Funding Source & FTE Summary: Summarize FTE (for shared, hundredth decimal) and funding source(s) for position (Case, ADMIN, O&M); for CASE funded, identify all related FMS Case ID(s)
14. FMS ADMIN Justification: Provide brief description of duties and workload for positions reimbursed with ADMIN funds or identified as ADMIN coded positions (*S PEC)
15. Contractor: Identify Contractor providing support, see examples

16. Period of Performance: Provide period of performance, duration of contract

17. Contract Type: Firm Fixed Price (FFP), Time & Materials (T&M)

18. Cost: Provide total cost related to contractor support

19. CME: Contract Man-Year Equivalent

20. No. On-Site: Provide number of CMEs physically on-site within identified organization

21. Funding Source: Identify funding source(s) for specified contractors

22. Funding Organization: Identify funding organization if different from supported organization
