	Formal Mission Statement: The 1200 System provides DSCA/COMPT/FM and DSCA/COMPT/RM personnel with the ability to collect and coordinate FMS case level data submissions from the Military Departments and various Implementing Agencies.  

In production since 1981.  System will be converted from its mainframe environment to a network environment in 2003.  Its primary function of providing DSCA/COMPT with the ability to do monthly, quarterly, and yearly reporting will continue into the foreseeable future.  The conversion to a network environment is driven by the fact that the Inquire DBMS is old and the vendor will cease supporting it within 2 years.

	Technical Information/System Architecture:  Primary system is written in IBM COBOL 2000, uses the Inquire DBMS, running on an IBM ES 9000 mainframe.  The 1200 System Access System is a user friendly data store written in Microsoft Access which runs on a file server and PC’s and is used for data mining.

	System Interfaces:  Materiel MASL data to 1000 System.  Case data to Foreign Military Sales Credit System (FMSCS).  Case data, when case is offered, to DIFS.  Case data (S1 and S3 transaction feedback) to DSAMS.  Item Detail data from DIFS.  S1 and S3 transaction case data from DIFS.  Program and Delivery data from 1000 System.  S1 and S3 transaction case data from DSAMS.  Case and Item data to FORTDIS.  Item purchases and deliveries to Commerce Department International Balance of Payments.  All interfaces are air gapped due to classification.  Actual classified data is entered by users through the DSCA classified network.

	Justification:  The 1200 system provides the ability to perform various database update functions, produce weekly, monthly and quarterly reports and track FMS cases with congressional interest (36B) and query the databases on-line.  It is the only classified FMS database.  Required by law for reporting to Congress.  Fulfills FOI requests from the general public.  Reports contain data from all MILDEP’s and IA’s to a wide variety of DoD and other government organizations.

FY03 requirements:  2 full time technical support people $190,000.  Mainframe computer cost $100,000.  1200 System Access Server $1000.  Cost of converting the system to a network environment in 2003 is estimated at $550,000.  

FY04 requirements:  The $100,000 mainframe cost will go away in 2004 to be replace by an estimated $10,000 for fileserver maintenance and software license fees.  The technical support requirement should decrease by approximately one half person for a reduction of $48,000 because the converted system will be easier to maintain.
