ANCILLARY TRAINING (AT)
Ancillary Training is guidance or instruction that contributes to mission accomplishment, but is separate from an Air Force Specialty or occupational series.  This handout is designed as a quick reference of nine AT listings (out of the current 89 Air Force AT requirements). These programs fall into the General or Awareness categories as defined by AFI 36-2201, Volume I, Chapter 4, Ancillary Training, and are governed by USAF/DPLT and the individual OPRs as listed in https://etca.randolph.af.mil/.
